These animated films will play a pivotal role in bridging the
various acts of the Show, and evoke a sense of nostalgia by bringing historical moments and
familiar local scenes from the past to life.

3. Designed with the Home Audience in Mind

This year’s Show has been designed to allow Singaporeans to enjoy the NDP from home. A
myriad of multimedia and television-exclusive special effects has been introduced to enhance
the experience of home viewers. There will be augmented reality (AR) effects integrated in
the Show for the first time, and will be exclusive for the home audience.
